Steps to Using CVS with our SourceForge Project: 

1) Download a CVS Client: 

· Tortoise CVS: http://tortoisecvs.sourceforge.net/ 

· If you're using something other than Windows, things will get a little tricky with the SSH authentication. So, hopefully, everyone is using Windows. 

2) Log in to SourceForge for initial creation of your user folder with an SSH Client: 

· Server Name: cvs.sourceforge.net

· Username: Your SourceForge username 

· Connect, enter your password, your folder will be created, and it will automatically disconnect. 

3) Check out the uiuc-ide module: 

· Create a folder on your local machine in which you want to store all of the code. Right-click on the folder and choose CVS Checkout to do an initial checkout of the main module. Enter these settings: 

· Protocol: Secure shell (:ext)

· Server: cvs.sourceforge.net

· Repository Folder: /cvsroot/uiuc-ide

· User name: Your SourceForge username

· Module: UIUCide 

· Hit Ok and everything should be checked out into the folder you selected. 

4) After you've made some changes to the files and you're finished, you need to commit your code when you're finish. To do so, right-click on the file or files that you wish to commit, choose CVS Commit from the context menu, enter some comments in about your changes, and press Ok. 

5) IMPORTANT: Before you start working at any point in time, you must make sure you have the most recent version of all the files. To do this, right-click on the folder to which you checked out the code, and choose CVS Update. This will update all of your code with the most recent version.
